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Introduction

This document provides important information about fixes, enhancements, and key features that are
available in Acumatica ERP 6.1. The document is of particular interest to those who install Acumatica
ERP or develop applications for it. All users can benefit from reviewing this content to determine how
they may benefit from the changes in this release.

To try new features and improvements, you can use the demo company, which you can easily deploy by
selecting the SalesDemo item in the Acumatica ERP Configuration Wizard. For detailed information on

deploying the demo company and working with the demo data, see Demo Materials on the Acumatica
partners' portal.

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Installation and Upgrade Notes

For a detailed description of the general procedure of updating Acumatica ERP, see Updating Acumatica
ERP.

We strongly recommend that before you update to a newer product version, you back up all
configuration files and databases used by the application instances. An upgrade to Acumatica ERP 6.1
from previous major versions (such as 5.3) may cause issues with customizations and dashboards.

Dashboards that were created in previous major versions of Acumatica ERP will be converted into the
new format during upgrade. We recommend that you check all dashboards after upgrade and adjust
them according to your needs. If you upgrade your Acumatica ERP instance from Version 6, dashboards
will be upgraded smoothly.

Multiple changes have been made in Acumatica ERP 6.1 in comparison to Version 6 that may affect
customizations and integrations. For details, see Upgrade Procedure: Customizations.

If your Acumatica ERP instance was integrated with software provided by an independent software
vendor (ISV) partners, we recommend that you consult with your partner about the compatibility of
their products with Acumatica ERP 6.1.

Upgrade Policy

On the Apply Updates (SM203510) form, only minor updates for your current version of Acumatica
ERP are available. You should upgrade your Acumatica ERP from previous major versions of the system
to Version 6.1 manually on the server (upgrade by using the web interface is not supported due to
significant changes in customizations).

Upgrade Notes

Upgrade to Acumatica ERP 6.1 must be performed as described in the table below. The upgrade process
differs depending on the version from which you are upgrading.

: Acumatica ERP 6.1 supports only Integrated mode of the Internet Information Services application pool.
—|] Classic mode is not supported. Before starting the upgrade, switch the application pool to Integrated mode.
Otherwise, the upgrade will not be performed, and a corresponding error message will be displayed.

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Upgrade Procedure: Customizations

Multiple changes were done since Version 6 (6.00.0955), which may affect reports, customizations and
integrations that were built in the prior versions.

To prevent breaking changes in your customizations, do the following:

1. Analyze your customizations.

2. Carefully read the list of breaking changes in the Upgrade Procedure: Breaking Changes section.
3. Replace changed objects with their alternatives.
4

If the objects used in your customizations were removed without a replacement, consider
creating new customizations.

After an upgrade to Acumatica ERP 6.1, to detect the changes that break an existing customization, you
can check the compatibility of the code included in all published customization projects with the original
code. For details, see Publishing a Customization (the Checking the Compatibility of the Customization
Code with the Original Code section).

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Organization: Approvals of Expense Receipts

Acumatica ERP now provides the functionality that you can use to set up the process of approving
expense receipts submitted by employees of your company. For more information on the approval of
expense receipts, see Expense Receipt Approval.

To configure the approval process, you have to enable the Approval Workflow feature on the Enable/
Disable Features (CS100000) form and specify an approval map in the Expense Receipt Approval
Map box on the General Settings tab of the Time and Expenses Preferences (EP101000) form (see
the following screenshot). Based on the map, authorized approvers are assigned to submitted expense
receipts and, optionally, notified by email about the receipts pending approval.

Also, receipts can be approved on the Approvals (EP503010) form. If you have access to this form, you
can view receipts in accordance with the visibility rules applied to all documents listed on this form.

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(That is, you can view the receipts assigned to you, to the members of your workgroup, and to the
members of the workgroups at lower levels in the company tree than your workgroup.)

Once approved, expense receipts can be claimed if approval is required for the receipts based on the
conditions specified in the approval map. Rejected receipts can be put on hold for a user to adjust and

re-submit them.
The following new statuses of expense receipts have been introduced in the scope of this feature:

e On Hold: The receipt is new and has not been submitted for approval yet.

e Open: The receipt is ready to be claimed after it has been approved (if approval is required for the
receipt) or after it has been submitted for further processing (if approval is not required).

e Pending Approval: The receipt is pending approval.

e Rejected: The receipt has been rejected.
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Finance: Enhanced Recognition of Pending VAT

In some countries, there are legal requirements that VAT should be recognized, accrued, and included
in the tax report only when payment is received for the taxed goods or services. To satisfy these
requirements, in Acumatica ERP, the On Payment VAT recognition method has been implemented.

With this method, a user can recognize tax amounts on the date of payment application. Also,
Acumatica ERP now provides users with the ability to recognize tax amounts fully or partially, depending
on whether the payment completely or partially covers the amount of the document. If a document is
paid partially, the amount of tax is recognized proportionally to the amount paid. For more information

VAT Recognition Options

The new VAT Recognition Method box has been added to the Tax Agency Settings tab of the
Vendors (AP303000) form. In this box, a user can specify the On Payments recognition method to be
used for the selected tax agency (see the following screenshot).

The On Documents option (the default one) is also available in the VAT Recognition Method box, and
can be specified for the tax agency. With this recognition method, the total VAT amount of a document
can be recognized on any needed date (the VAT recognition does not depend on payment applications).

Pending VAT Processing

The Recognize Output VAT (TX503000) and Recognize Input VAT (TX503500) forms have been
enhanced. On these forms, when a user selects a tax agency, the system fills in the VAT Recognition
Method box with the tax agency's default setting (see the following screenshot).

Depending on the VAT recognition method specified for a tax agency, a list of applications or documents

are loaded to these forms, and a user can run the VAT recognition process.

New VAT Pending Recognition Report

Users can reconcile the list of documents having unrecognized VAT amounts with the balances of the
Pending Tax Payable and Pending Tax Claimable accounts in the General Ledger module by using the
new VAT Pending Recognition (TX631000) report. This report shows the list of documents that have a
value-added tax (VAT) balance pending recognition at the end of the selected financial period.

The report can be prepared for the input type of VAT, and for the output type of VAT.
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Distribution: Change of the Customer in Sales
Orders

To extend the ways you work with sales orders and simplify the creation of sales orders by using
template orders, we have implemented the ability to change the customer ID in an existing sales order.
You can change the customer ID even if the lines were already populated on the Document Details
tab of the Sales Orders (SO301000) form for the existing order. Now you can start to create a sales
order by copying and pasting another sales order, which you use as a template, and then changing the
customer ID specified in the sales order to another one. (See the following screenshot.)

With the new feature, a user can create an order with a temporary customer ID (one that does

not correspond to a real customer), allocate goods in inventory for the order, and then change the
temporary customer ID to the real one once the prospect is ready to buy. Also, a user can create a
quote, copy the quote to an order, and then change the customer ID in the copied order to the needed
one. For more information on which document information is changed or preserved when the user
overrides the customer ID, and for the list of restrictions on changing the customer ID, see Sales Order

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Distribution: Use of the Warehouse Shipper
Address

If your company is configured as one branch that uses multiple warehouses without multi-branch
support, you may want the shipper address from the particular warehouse to be used in documents.
Previously, the shipper address of the branch was always used.

To support these requirements, on the Carriers (CS207700) form, the SHIPPER FROM parameter has
been added for the UPS and FEDEX carriers. The parameter has the following values:

e Company Branch (default; corresponds to the system behavior of previous Acumatica ERP
versions): The system uses the shipper contact information of the branch.

e Warehouse: The system uses the shipper contact information of the warehouse.

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Distribution: Partial Receipt of Two-Step
Transfers

Sometimes transferred stock items are partially received, and this needs to be reflected in the system.
To satisfy these requirements, Acumatica ERP now provides the ability to receive partial quantity of
stock items in transfers.

It is now possible to create partial receipts of stock items that have already been shipped from the
source warehouse but have not yet received at the destination warehouse. You can create partial
transfer receipts for the inventory transfers on the Receipts (IN301000) form, and partial receipts

for transfer orders on the Purchase Receipts (PO302000) form. The Receipt Qty. column on the
Document Details tab of the Purchase Receipts form and the Quantity column on the Transaction
Details tab of the Receipts (IN301000) form are now editable, so that you can correct the quantity for
the lines for which the items are received partially.

The informational columns Received Qty. and In-Transit Qty. have been added to the Transaction
Details tab of the Transfers (IN304000) form and to the Document Details tab of the Shipments
(50302000) form for shipments of the Transfer type. The Received Qty. column shows the total
quantity specified in the receipts that are linked to the current document line. The In-Transit Qty.
column shows the quantity of items that are in-transit.
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Platform: Enhanced Access Rights Management

The management of access rights has been enhanced in Acumatica ERP 6.1. The list of users can be
managed more easily during user type configuration, and setup of access rights inheritance between
system objects and their children is more convenient with new system functions. For more information
about access rights in Acumatica ERP, see User Security.

Implemented Enhancements
The following enhancements have been introduced in Acumatica ERP 6.1:

e The Apply to Users button has been added to the Allowed Roles tab of the User Types
(EP202500) form, as shown in the following screenshot. When you click this button, the system
applies the default roles to all users of the selected user type.

and Access Rights by Screen (SM201020) forms; see the following screenshot, which displays the
Access Rights by Screen form. On the Access Rights by Screen form, this check box indicates (if
selected) that the access rights level for the role specified to the selected system object is the
same for all nested objects (children) within the object. On the Access Rights by Screen form, this
check box indicates (if selected) that the access rights level to the system object specified for the
selected role is the same for all nested objects (children) within the object.

e Tooltips have been added for nodes on the Access Rights by Role, Access Rights by Screen, and
Access Rights by User (SM201055) forms that may contain the following information:

e For a suite or module: The page ID

e For a form: The form ID and the name of the business logic controller (as shown in the
following screenshot)

e For all other nodes (for example, form elements): No information (that is, no tooltip is

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Platform: EULA Acceptance

In Acumatica ERP 6.1, customers who use a pre-configured system or a system as a service must read
and accept the end-user license agreement (EULA). The first user who signs in to Acumatica ERP or

an Acumatica Framework application after installation has to accept the end-user license agreement
(EULA) while changing the default password. (Previously, Acumatica ERP and Acumatica Framework
displayed the EULA and suggested that the user accept it only during installation of the product and
during license application. That is, only the person who installed the product and applied the license had
to accept the terms of the EULA).

If you provide a customized version of Acumatica ERP to your customers and sign your version of the
license agreement with them, you may turn off the display of the user agreement at the first sign-
in. To do this, in the web.config file, you should set the askEula parameter (which is located in the
appSettings section) to false, as follows: <add key="AskEula" value="false" />.
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Platform: Integration with Power BI

In Acumatica ERP 6.1, it is possible to not only build a Microsoft Power BI tile in a dashboard but also
embed a Power BI report on a separate page. With this integration, users of Acumatica ERP will have
at hand the information that they need for their work. For more information, see Managing Integration
with External Applications.

In Acumatica ERP, the following types of integration with Power BI are supported:

e Power BI: This type is intended for reports created in Power BI. These reports are kept in a user's
personal workspace. Acumatica ERP works with these reports on behalf of this user and uses the
OAuth 2.0 protocol for integration. For this integration type, access tokens should be refreshed
periodically.

e Power BI Embedded: With this type, the Microsoft Power BI Embedded tool is used for the
integration of Power BI reports.

Either of these types can be used for adding Power BI reports in Acumatica ERP.

The following screenshot shows a sample Power BI report that was embedded in Acumatica ERP.

User Interface Changes
The following forms have been added to Acumatica ERP to support the integration with Power BI:
e External Applications (SM301000): On this form, you configure the integration with Power BI.

e Application Resources (SM301010): You use this form to create pages for Power BI reports and
edit of the settings of an existing page with the report embedded. Before you add a resource in
Acumatica ERP, you should set up the integration with the external application that contains this
resource on the External Applications form.

e Refresh Application Access Tokens (SM501000): This form is used for refreshing access tokens for
integrated external applications to prolong access to Power BI reports. Tokens can be refreshed
manually, or the process can be scheduled for automated processing. When Acumatica ERP

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is integrated with an external application by using the OAuth 2.0 protocol, an access token is
provided, which has a short lifetime for security reasons. Therefore, the access token needs to be
refreshed periodically.
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Other Improvements

Organization

AC-53668: The size restriction option was eliminated from the system email accounts. That is, the
Maximum Message Size box was removed from the Content tab on the System Email Accounts
(SM204002) form.

Note: This change may cause emails to be received that were previously filtered out by the size
restriction option.

AC-67491: When a user changed the exchange synchronization policy name or color on the Exchange
Synchronization Policies (SM204010) form, the changes did not affect the Outlook synchronization
process.

Fix Description: Right after a user saves the changes of policy name or color, the changes
automatically affect the Outlook synchronization process.

AC-69452: In the Customer Management module, on the Activities tab of all entry forms, the default
filter option was set to Open Activities.

Fix Description: The default filter option is now set to All Activities.

AC-70389: The functionality that enables a user to configure email notifications to approvers of wiki
articles has been removed.

AC-74649: The Equipment (EP208000) form was available only if the Project Management feature
was enabled on the Enable/Disable Features (CS100000) form. Now the Equipment form is available
regardless of whether the Project Management feature is enabled, because it might be needed for fixed
asset management or service management.

System and Platform

AC-68987: The resources of the Email Settings section on the Print and Email Settings tab of all
report forms can now be collected for translation.

AC-70389: The Scripts tab has been removed from the Wiki (SM202005) form because the
functionality of setting up notification templates for wiki articles is not supported anymore.

AC-72220: The Disable Input Autosuggestion check box has been added to the User Profile
(SM203010) form. A user selects this check box to stop the system from displaying a drop-down list
with suggestions (for lookup boxes that support autocomplete) when the user is typing text.

AC-72397: A search box has been added to the Formula Editor dialog box that provides the capability
to search for text in the Component Selection pane. The search function reduces the time for finding a
required object when the list of objects displayed in the pane is very long.

AC-72498: The values of the following boxes on dashboard widgets can now be translated directly in
the Widget Properties dialog box: Caption (for all widget types), Scorecard Title (for a Scorecard
widget), and Trend Card Title (for a Trend Card widget).

AC-73423: Relative parameters (such as @Today) are now supported in simple filters for table columns
that contain a date.

AC-74287: Custom colors for column and bar sectors now can be specified for stacked column and
stacked bar widgets on a dashboard.

AC-74359: For BQL statements, the 1n3 comparison operator has been implemented, which checks
whether the specified field value matches any constant value in the list of constants defined by the
operand. The list can contain from two to four constants. The condition is true if the field value is equal
to a value from the list. This operator can be used instead of the (... OR ... OR ...) statement.

AC-74926: The ability to drill down from chart and table dashboard widgets has been implemented.
That is, a user can click a chart parameter or a table line, and the corresponding form will be opened
with the data filtered by the selected parameter.

AC-74453: The Export Only Mapped Fields check box has been added to the Export Scenarios
(SM207025) form, which indicates (if selected) that only the fields that are mapped in the export
scenario should appear in the output of data export; other fields of the data provider are skipped during
export. This check box should be selected when data is exported to external systems, such as HubSpot,
and the values of fields that are not mapped in the scenario should not be rewritten with null values.

AC-66641: The Acumatica ERP Customization Guide has been completely rewritten. The new version of
the guide contains a lot more information and can be used as a reference book.

AC-78698: The Getting Started part has been added to the Acumatica ERP User Guide. In this part,
various tools of personalizing Acumatica ERP and system-wide actions are described.
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
